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MAYORAL FOREWORD 
 
 
We are undertaking the last, fourth review of our IDP (Integrated Development Plan) 2006/7ï 2011/12. We are 

undertaking this review under conditions vastly different from those that obtained in 1995 when the Transitional Local 

Government was ushered in of which one was privileged to take part. The review is also happening in a context different 

from 2000 when the Fetakgomo Local Municipality (FTM) was established, as was the case with most municipalities 

throughout the country. It is a self-evident that this review, 2010/11 IDP review, is taking place in a socio-politico 

environment different from 2005/6  when I was completing my first tenure as the Mayor and re-elected to the same 

responsibility in the aftermath of the 2006 Local Government Elections. It is well documented that ours is a historically 

economically depressed municipality. Our developmental path was filled with several difficulties / obstacles. It took 

extraordinary effort, patience and insight to take the municipality to where it is today. As one social political scientist Piet 

Human put it, ñTransformation requires extraordinary effort and insightò , it took extraordinary effort and insight to bring 

about deliveriology to the local citizenry. As a historically economically depressed rural settlement, in 1994 many of our 

people did not have electricity, shelter, tarred roads, community halls etc.  
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Today, nearly 70% of the households have been electrified. Indigent support is currently being provided by the 

municipality to about 2 500 households for Free Basic Electricity.  3175 RDP houses have been completed and provided 

for those who did not have adequate shelter. 136 km of roads have been surfaced to date. 8 km road is currently still 

under construction (D4190 and Road from Pelangwe to India). 4000 households have access to refuse removal service 

through the Food For Waste Project. We constructed the Moses Mabotha Civic Centre which is now ready for utilisation. 

Three community halls, Pelangwe, Seokodibeng and Mohlaletse Community hall have been built. Fetakgomo Atok 

Thusong Service Centre and Mphanamana One Stop Centre are an add on the latter.  Four cemeteries, Mphanama, Ga-

Selepe, Shubushubung and Mokgotho were fenced. Construction of the Library is complete and only awaiting equipments 

i.e furniture, study material etc. Tourism Centre is under construction. We have laid a solid basis for the next Council to 

carry on. Despite the recorded achievements, there is still a lot that still needs to be done to eradicate the service delivery 

backlogs and meet our developmental goals. For example, water and sanitation backlogs are still significant challenges 

for the municipality.  

 

In the overall scheme of things, the IDP (Integrated Development Planning) played essential role in bringing about 

achievements reckoned above. It is continued citizen participation in municipal governance that saw the FTM obtaining 

position two (02) during the 2008 Provincial Vuna Awards Competition and Winner of the Executive Mayorôs Excellence 

Award - conferred in December 2009.  You, the residents, the electorate stand at the centre of these achievements. You 

have contributed to our municipal body politic in a positive manner. You have participated actively in rural governance and 

understood three distinct but interconnected phases that involved the transformation of local government i.e establishment 

phase, consolidation phase and sustainability phase. On balance, we have performed exceptionally well in the first 

(establishment) and second (consolidation) phases during my tenure as the executing authority of the municipality. Key to 

our successors is the maintenance of the legacy we are leaving and sustainability of the municipality.  
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By embracing this year, 2010, as ña year of actionò this IDP review accentuates the legacy of hard work and focused 

performance we have built over the years or so.  

 

From both the economic governance and development planning points of view, this IDP/Budget echoes a growing 

emphasis in governmental perspectives regarding the need to integrate plans and development efforts.  In this context, 

this IDP/Budget intersects with policy and planning initiatives such as the Limpopo Employment Growth and Development 

Plan (LEGDP), the National Spatial Development Perspective, the Reconstruction and Development Programme (RDP) 

and others. Through the document, we are strengthening our commitment to: Make Local Government Work Better for 

You; The Inclusive Agenda to Create Decent Work and Sustainable Livelihood; Issues of Education, Health, Rural 

Development, Food Security and Land Reform; Deliveriology (effective implementation) and Acceleration of Service 

Delivery and The Quest to Push back the Frontiers of Poverty. At the heart of this draft IDP/Budget is to integrate 

population issues and at the same time promote sustainable development, which implies a ñé development that meets 

the need s of present without compromising the ability of the future generations to meet their own needsò. 

 

This IDP/Budget must therefore give hope to the entirety of our local citizenry that, indeed, we are hard at work to bring 

about a realization of the political theme of the current period, as ñéa year of actionò. The best form of saying is doing.

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EXECUTIVE SUMMARY 
 
 
Fetakgomo local municipality is a small rural municipality with a total population of 112 000 and around 26 342 

households. The municipalityôs economy is largely informal and work opportunities highly dependent on government 

institutions. There is mining activity although employs a small percentage of the population and receive little inputs for its 

production process from Fetakgomo factories. There is high infrastructure bag log, high illiteracy levels and huge 

unemployment levels. The institution has been put under project consolidate given the high poverty concentration in the 

area. The municipalityôs own budget is dependent on grants from national government while the little allocated powers 

and functions make service delivery difficult. 

 

The Municipality was established in the 2000 and to date the institution has built institutional capacity. This is 

demonstrated by the manner in which the municipality performs on the key local government agenda as assessed by the 

Department of local government and housing in 2007/08 financial year. The municipality has been assessed to deliver on 

its functions and powers and managed its allocated resources with prudence as indicated through the unqualified audits 

received in the last two financial years. 

 

In 2007/8 financial years the municipal budget was just R 31.3 million where R 23 558 210 was operational and R 7 818 

000 was for capital budget. The budget allocation in 2010/2011 financial is R 56.4 million of which R 42.4 million is 

operational budget while R 13 9 million is capital budget. This is total increase of 45% over the past 3 years.  

 

Service delivery bag log however warrant a situation wherein huge funding need to be allocated to capital budget 

especially for water, electricity and roads infrastructure. All this functions are not performed by the municipality and 

therefore the municipality relies on other institutions such as the District municipality and provincial government for the

provision of these services to the community. The municipality prefers a situation wherein it would at least provide water 

service provision due to the recurring water service delivery problems.  

 

The Municipal Property Rates Act implementation is encountering challenge due to the rural nature of the municipality and 

the difficulties relating to the communal land and the absence of permission to occupy. This created a situation where in 

the process has been halted and revised approach for implementation will begin in 2010/2011 financial year.  

 

The municipality has piloted the refuse removal project in Nchabeleng and Nkwana communities and will implement full 

service in 2010/2011 financial year. This service is expected to relief the households with refuse. Food for waste project 

will now be extended to villages in Strydkraal and Mohlaletse.   

 

The municipality will also commence with the provision of a full traffic function devolved from the department of Roads and 

Transport. This means the provision learners driversô license, traffic law enforcement and in 2011/2012 the testing for 

drivers licenses.  

 

This capital budget is mainly funded through the MIG wherein the projects related to the MIG can only fund projects for 

basic services. As the funds cannot be directed to water, roads and electricity projects as they are not functions of the 

municipality and therefore the municipality has limited options in terms of infrastructure development. 

 

The Municipality has implemented various capital projects through the MIG fund. In 2009/2010 the following projects are 

being implemented; construction of landfill site at Malogeng, completing of the street lights at Apel, the erection of high-

mast lights in crime hot spot areas and around council facilities, the upgrading of cemeteries, upgrading of community 

halls, relocation of sports facility, paving of Thusong service center and completion of disaster houses. 
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The 2010/2011 capital budget allocates funds to finalize pedestrian walkways in Apel, fencing of cemeteries, provision of 

equipments for waste management and traffic functions, erection of Thusong service center at Mohlaletse, erection of a 

recreational park in Apel, the upgrading of sports complex and the construction of community library for Strydkraal nodal 

point.  

 

These projects are mainly for community social services. They are largely complemented by the projects from the District 

Municipality and provincial government where in they will be implementing the following projects for 2010/2011 financial 

year. Roads and Transport projects for Apel to Mabulela, Marulaneng to Zoetvelden, Sefateng to Atok and 

Mandagsoek, Maisela Pelangwe, Mohlaletse internal roads, lerajane to Tswereng, Ramallane to Gamampa and the 

construction of Fetakgomo testing center to the value of R105 433 000. 

 

Water projects for Mmabulela will cost R 7 410 000 in 2010/2011 financial year by Sekhukhune District Municipality. 

Sekhukhune District Municipality will further do sanitation projects at Apel, Ga Mmanotwane, GaPhasha, Maroteng, 

Mphanama and Gankwana to the value of R18 000 000. 

 

Other projects will include the upgrading of Nchabeleng and Ikageng clinic for R 2 839 000 by the department of health, 

the electrification of Ledingwe, Shubushung, Mampa and Makgalanoto villages by Eskom at a cost of R 7 800 000. 

 

Sekhukhune District Municipality will also construct a Taxi rank at Ga-Nchabeleng hospital at a cost of R 3 500 0000. 
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3.  BUDGET RESOLUTIONS 
 
In terms of section 16 of the Municipal Finance Management Act, Act 56 of 2003, council of a municipality must for each 

financial year approve an annual budget for the municipality before the start of that financial year. 

 

In section 17 it is further said that the budget must be a schedule in the prescribed format- 

 

a) Setting out realistically anticipated revenue for the budget year from each revenue source; 

b) Appropriating expenditure for the budget year under the different votes of the municipality; 

c) Setting out indicative revenue per revenue source and projected expenditure by vote for the two financial years 

following the budget year; 

d) Setting out estimated revenue and expenditure by vote for the current year; and  

e) Actual revenue and expenditure by vote for the financial year preceding the current year.    

 

Any further proposed amendment to the municipalityôs Integrated Development Plan following the annual review of the 

Integrated Development Plan in terms of section 34 of the Municipal Systems Act. 

These budgets propose to the council the following resolutions for adoption;

b) The approval of financial performance as reflected in table A2  

c) Approval of financial performance per standard classification as reflected in table A4

The following represent important adjustments to the IDP which informed the budget.  

 

Key performance area: spatial rationale 

 

A key performance area relating to spatial development was inserted as per the amended key local government strategic 

agenda. This KPA put emphasis on resolving developmental challenges such un-coordination of human settlements, land 

invasions, prevention to global warming challenges and enforcement on the land use management. While the KPA has 

just been inserted the budgeting provisions for have always were there although budgeted at a minimal due to challenges 

relating to the land availability. The understanding going forward is that more attention will be given towards enforcement 

of LUMS. 

 

Key performance area: Municipal Transformation and Organizational Development 

 

Important addition relates to the development challenge of limited functions which put strain to what the institution can 

perform as functions relating to service delivery. Deliberate efforts will be put forth to relevant authorities to obtain at least 

operations and maintenance for water service to the persistent water cuts in the municipal area. 
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Key performance area: Basic Service Delivery and Infrastructure 

 

Not much has been added to the KPA although the emphasis for the provision of water was raised. The inclusion of this 

matter is reflected to ensure that follow-ups are done to the sufficient levels due to the persistent nature of the water cuts 

and shortages. 

 

Key performance area: Local Economic Development 

 

No changes were made for LED.  

 

Key performance area: Financial Viability 

 

Important changes relates to the implementation of waste management-refuse and traffic functions. This means inclusion 

in the budget of revenue from this main source that the municipality needs while providing the service closer for 

Fetakgomo residence. The traffic function begins with the offering of learnersô driversô license and will see the offering of 

driverôs license testing in 2011/2012.There is a further inclusion for the full implementation of Revenue Enhancement 

Strategy as adopted by Council. 

 

Key performance area: Good governance and public participation  

No changes were made for good governance and public participation 
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Overview of budget related policies 

 

Council has previously adopted the policies below in order to strengthen internal control relating to financial management 

as guided by the MFMA. These policies have been reviewed/ are being recently for the purpose of this budget. The 

community is informed to view these policies with the purpose of making comments in line with the public participation 

process on the IDP/ budget that takes place in April 2010. These policies are available on the municipal website and at 

the municipal offices. 

 

The detailed proposals from management will be presented together with the budget for community consultations. 

  

Debt collection and credit control policy 

 

The policy has been adopted in 2008/2009 financial year. Key issues for review include the interest rates charges for late 

payments.  

 

Banking and Investment Policy 

 

Supply Chain Management Policy has been updated in 2008/2009 financial year. The policy may be reviewed in line with 

the petty cash policy wherein the current threshold is too low for effective cash management. 

 

Indigence Policy 
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Indigence policy has not been updated in more than three years. It is imperative that this policy be reviewed to especially 

to incorporate services currently proposed in this budget. Discussions will mainly be on the reuse removal while in the 

next budget year 2011/2013 the focus will be on the MPRA. 

 

Budget Policy 

 

The budget policy will be reviewed to concur with the current suggestion included in the National Treasury circular 51 

where the municipalities must adopt budget virement policy to allow management flexibility in doing budget virement 

without the managerial burden of having to do the virement through council on every occasion.  

 

Tariff Policy 

  

The tariff policy imposes tariffs and taxes annually and is subject to public scrutiny. The policy is also available for 

inspection by the members of the public. 
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Overview of budget assumptions 

 
Revenue framework  
 
 
Section 18 of the Municipal finance Management Act (MFMA) states that the budget can only be funded by realistically 

anticipated revenue to be collected, and cash backed accumulated funds from previous years, which was not committed 

for other purposes.  

 

In developing this budget the municipality relied on carefully considered revenue mainly fund from government grants. 

The grant revenue constitutes 87% of the total budget. The grant revenue comprises equitable share, Municipal systems 

improvement grant, finance management grant, ward committee stipends grant and Municipal Infrastructure grant.  

 

The remaining 13% is made of revenue from waste management-refuse removal which constitutes 3.6%, roads traffic 

function which constitutes 7.1% while the remain 2.2% is income form other sources such as the sale of documents, hiring 

of council facilities, interest on short term deposits etc.  

 

Budgeting for revenue on own income has rather been in line with the current budget and avoiding increasing revenue 

projection without reasonable consideration. 
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Waste Management-Refuse 

 

The service will be in its first year of implementation in 2010/2011 financial year. In past two years the municipality runs a 

pilot project on refuse removal together with the department of Health and Environment called food for waste. The 

communities which were serviced shows readiness for full service which will be rendered at R35 per month. We expect 

about 4000 to be serviced in the first year. The budgeted revenue took into consideration the economic situation in the 

area and made provision for defaults on payment. 

 

Traffic functions 

 

The service has been introduced in 2007/08 financial year wherein only licenses and permits for cars was done. The 

municipality received revenue as an agency receiving 20% of income performing the function on behalf of the provincial 

department of roads and transport. 

 

The municipality will conduct tests for learnersô driversô licenses and receive the entire collection. The municipality will 

further perform traffic law enforcements in the area. 

 

Property Rates Taxes 

 

The Municipal Property Rates Act is earmarked for implementation in 2011/2012 financial year. Although the budget 

figures have not been included in the 2011/2013 budget, the budget will be included once a clear picture of properties to 
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bill is established. The property rates taxes continues to experience challenges in Limpopo especially municipalities with 

the same economic and rural features as Fetakgomo municipality. Addressing basic service challenges will help in 

creating a favorable environment for collection of property taxes. 
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Operating budget 

 

In budgeting for the operating budget the CPIX guideline offered by National Treasury in circular 51 was considered. No 

major addition to staff component was done to avoid putting pressure on the budget for personnel expenditure without 

increasing revenues. Salary increments are budgeted in line with the latest SALGA bargaining council agreements. It 

should be indicated that the municipality operates within a very difficult conditions of being cash strapped and therefore 

has no much room to increase operating expenditure. Allocation was made to sustain current operation while funding 

projects that will bring the much needed revenues. 

 

Investments 

 

The budget for 2009/2010 is funded from current investment leaving the balance to just less than R 1 000 000 at the end 

of the financial year. This means investment will not be available to fund the budget in 2010/2011 financial year and 

beyond hence the budget for 2010/2011 indicates a surplus of R1 264 000.
